TERMS AND CONDITIONS

12. Tenure & Training. Enrolment shall be for an initial period of 20 years (subject to service conditions) which
may be extended up to the age of 57 years (subject to service conditions). Initially, candidates shall be sent for a Joint Basic
Phase Training (JBPT) at designated Basic Training Institute. On successful completion of JBPT, candidates will be sent for
trade training of specific duration which shall include security training or any other training as per service requirements.
Training is however liable to be terminated at any time if the trainee fails to achieve the required standards in academics,
profession, physical fithess and discipline or is found to be medically unfit.

23. Candidates declared medically unfit can avail the option for ‘Appeal Medical Board’ (AMB) against their unfitness by
depositing ¥40/- in a Government Treasury/RBI/SBI through Electronic Military Receivable Order (e-MRO)/ Military Receivable
Order (MRO).
